FAMILIES AS PARTNERS (FAP) 
Calendar Instructions for Parent
1. Your Early Intervention therapist or teacher will show you some activities that can help your child. 

2. Your EI therapist/teacher will write the activities on the FAP Calendar. The therapist will number each activity.
3. Anyone who works with your child can use the calendar (babysitter, daycare provider, big brother or sister, grandma, etc.)
4. During the week, make a mark on the FAP Calendar each time you do one of the activities on the calendar.  Write a plus “+” if the activity worked well, and a  minus “-” if it didn’t work well. You may list the number of the activity you worked on, or simply discuss this with the interventionist during their next session.  
5. Put your FAP Calendar in a place where you can easily see it and use it every day (like on a refrigerator, or any other convenient spot).
6. Review the calendar with your child’s therapist or teacher regularly. Tell your EI therapist what activities worked well and which did not work so well, so that your therapist can suggest activities that will help your child.
