Re: IMPORTANT UPDATE:  CPT CODES FOR OT’s & PT’s
Dear Service Providers:

In the past, many EIP children who had fine or gross motor delays were given the ICD-9 code of 315.4.  This code often appeared on the child’s evaluation and on the pre-printed session notes you’ve received.  However, ICD-9 code 315.4 had been redefined as a Developmental Coordination Disorder, specifically Dyspraxia. As a result, you will need to use an alternative ICD-9 code on your session notes unless the child you are treating is diagnosed with a Developmental Coordination Disorder.  
If you change 315.4 to another code on your preprinted session notes, you must cross out 315.4, initial the cross out, and write in the new code.  
Some ICD-9 codes commonly used for motor therapies include the following:

315.80 Specified delay in development (Most Commonly Used Code)

723.50 Torticollis, acquired

728.87 Muscle Weakness, generalized

754.10 Torticollis, congenital

781.30 Lack of coordination

781.99 Other symptoms involving nervous and Muscleskeletal systems

781.20 Abnormality of gait.

783.42 Delayed milestones (late walkers)

315.90 Unspecified delay in development
