Re: IMPORTANT UPDATE:  CPT CODES FOR SLP’s and CFY’s
Dear Service Providers:

In the past, EIP children who had speech and language delays received an ICD-9-Code of 315.30 (Developmental Speech or Language Disorder).  However, this code requires a fifth digit code (not a zero) to further explain the diagnosis. This code often appeared on the child’s evaluation and on the pre-printed session notes you’ve received.  As a result, you will need to use an alternative ICD-9 code on your session notes.

If you change 315.30 to another code on your preprinted session notes, you must cross out 315.30, initial the cross out, and write in the new code.  
Some commonly used ICD-9 codes for Speech and Language Disorders include the following:

315.32 Mixed Receptive-Expressive Language Disorder (Most Commonly Used)
315.34 Speech and Language Developmental Delay due to hearing loss
315.31 Expressive Language Disorder (developmental aphasia, word deafness)

784.3   Acquired aphasia

309.83 Elective Mutism
