Dear Service Providers:

Please be advised that there have been recent changes to the NYCEIP Program. New York City Early Intervention Program (NYC EIP) has revised Chapter 6 of their Policy and Procedure Manual. Chapter 6 discusses policies and procedures related to make-up sessions, vacations, a new session note, prescriptions etc. We received an e-mail today at 2pm from NYC Early Intervention stating that CPT codes do not have to be put on the session notes at this time.  This is the reason why we did not email you these changes sooner because we anticipated that there may be changes made to the P&P released earlier in September. 

We are also attaching a Questions and Answer about Daily Session Notes.

Q&A about new Daily Session notes.

Q. When do I need to start using new Session Notes?

A. As of October 17, 2010

Q. How is the new form different from the old form?

A.  On the new note provider has to: 

  ● Provide ICD code(s) corresponding to the procedure(s) performed.

  ● Document if a session was missed. Provider needs to provide explanation of the missed session and sign the note. Parent’s signature is not required for documentation of missed session.

      Also provider needs to indicate date of anticipated make up session if appropriate and indicated.

   ● Document if session was provided in accordance with IFSP frequency and duration.     

   ● Document if the session was a makeup session.
   ● New activity was added – Collaborated with parent to meet family needs.
   ● Provide the name of Day Care Center if service is provided in Day Care.

Q. Do Special Education Teachers need to indicate ICD codes?
A. Yes

Q. How do I know what the child’s ICD code is?

A. See the evaluation. In most cases the evaluation will have an ICD code, description of diagnosis or both. If you are not sure – call City-Pro Group.  Below is clarification on the use of ICD codes provided by NYS DOH EI:

“… providers are responsible for identifying the appropriate ICD-9 code for the conditions or reasons for which care is provided. The condition noted for billing does not necessarily have to be the condition for which the child is eligible for the EIP. Use of an ICD-9 code related to the explicit reason for treatment (e.g., low tone) may be appropriate.”

Q. Where can I get new session note from?
A. www.findcase.com:  On our website, both regular session notes and ABA session notes are available.  Also, notes are attached to this document.  Please be advised co-visit session notes have not been changed.  We anticipate that electronic mail out of notes will start in November.
